The course covers principals related to testing and balancing various
types of equipment with respect to both the air and water side of HVACR
systems. A clear understanding of documentation and data for these 
systems is required to troubleshoot or verify component performance in
the HVACR field. Understanding fan curves, pump curves, fan types,
pump construction and flow characteristics will allow the technician to
make right choices when asked to evaluate system performance. V.A.V,
single duct, dual duct, constant volume and preventative maintenance 
will also be covered.
